I pledge to 
work with  others to promote a community centred around peace and hope in the resurrected 
Christ. I pledge to offer my gifts and talents to serve the JFK community and ultimately bring 
glory to the Lord whenever the opportunity presents itself. Every day, I will aspire to achieve 
my fullest potential in all that I do, pushing myself to exceed my own expectations within and 
outside the school environment.      

 
The pledge fits nicely with the theme of the week óMaking a mark in your communityô and it was 
launched in this weekôs assemblies. Stephen Wheatley, CEO of ASCAT, visited JFK on Thursday 
and joined one of our liturgies. He was very impressed with the service and showed solidarity with the 
JFK community by signing the pledge.  
 
We have various approaches in lessons to helping our students keep key learning and skills at the 
forefront of their minds. Our óDo Nowô tasks at the beginning of lessons are designed to get students 
thinking and retrieving information from previous learning. In a similar way, our themes of the week 
and messaging in Monday memos, class worship and assemblies are all ways to keep our school 
ethos and values at the forefront of our studentsô minds. These repetitive activities are necessary    
because weôre all human and our minds tend to wander. The signing of the hope pledge in the 
church is a strong reminder of our expectations and our desire to see our students live out the       
mission of our school. Will they all meet the challengeé.? This year, in particular, we live in hope!
