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Pope Leo has declared 2026 to be a special year in the Church - a year dedicated to St Francis, whose
800th anniversary occurs in October. The year actually runs from 10th January this year until 10th
January 2027. St Francis is very much associated with the natural world, writing very poetically about
the natural environment and all God’s creatures. Pope Francis took his name from this saint, and his
document 'Laudato Si' - on care for our common home - takes its name from the song of praise written
by the saint. St Francis is also closely associated with the theme of peace and a well known prayer is
attributed to him: ‘Lord, make me an instrument of your peace...’

All this is timely for us at JFK, especially as we have switched our Catholic Social Teaching theme this
half term to ‘solidarity and peace’. We are all very conscious of challenges we face in the environment
in the 2020s and world peace seems an ever more distant ideal. This is also the week when we
traditionally celebrate JFK Day, commemorating the day on which John F Kennedy was inaugurated as
the 35th President of the USA. In assembilies this week | reflected on Kennedy’s contribution to
solidarity and peace - improving the lives of discriminated and marginalised citizens of America and
beyond, and promoting peace during the Cold War. We also used this occasion to celebrate those
members of the school community who are shining examples of our ethos, by awarding our new school
colours. More details on this will appear in next week’s newsletter.

Jesus’ ministry involved sharing God’s love and inspiring others to love their neighbour. A common
expression he used was, ‘Peace be with you.” Peace would be an obvious by-product of that love. This
has been a week in which to focus on what we stand for as a JFK community - a place where kindness
and respect dominate, where we show a commitment to supporting the traditionally underserved and
where we model a community of peace.

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DRAMA

On Monday 19th January, our Year 10, 12 and 13 Drama students took part in an inspiring workshop
led by Elinor Solly from Paperbirds Theatre Company as a way to inform theory work and inspire
practical work. The students were incredibly excited to work with a professional company known for
creating bold, socially engaged theatre and the session lived up to expectations.

The workshop immersed students in the kind of physical, ensemble-based practice that Paperbirds
are known for. Through movement, voice, discussion and creative tasks, students explored how
real-life issues and personal stories can be transformed into powerful theatre. Activities encouraged
collaboration, confidence and risk-taking, while also developing skills in storytelling, character and
devising from stimulus.

Students gained valuable insight into how professional theatre-makers research, shape and perform
original work, as well as how theatre can be used as a tool for communication, empathy and social
change. Many left with a clearer understanding of the devising process and a renewed enthusiasm for
creating meaningful, purposeful theatre.

Overall, the workshop was an engaging and thought-provoking experience, leaving students
motivated, challenged and inspired by the possibilities of contemporary theatre practice.

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DESIGN & TECHNOLOGY IN ACTION

Our Year 7 students have been making an excellent start in Design and Technology this term,
developing both practical skills and creative thinking across a range of projects.

In the metal workshop, students have been learning how to work safely and accurately with tools and
equipment while shaping and finishing their own metal components. These lessons focus on precision,
problem-solving and pride in making - skills that sit at the heart of Design and Technology.

Alongside practical work, Year 7 students have also completed a drawing and design assessment. This
assessed their ability to communicate ideas clearly through isometric drawing, annotation and
thoughtful design decisions. Strong emphasis is placed on creativity, accuracy and explaining how
designs could be improved through iteration.

It has been fantastic to see students grow in confidence, independence and enthusiasm as they explore
the design process. We're excited to build on these foundations as they continue their Design and
Technology journey throughout the year.

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CYCLING SAFETY

BE SAFE.
BIKE SMART.

Cycling to school is a great way for pupils to stay active and independent, but it's important that it's
done safely.

We strongly encourage all pupils who cycle to wear a properly fitted helmet every day. Helmets can
greatly reduce the risk of serious head injury in the event of a fall or collision.

It is important that:

. The helmet fits snugly and sits level on the head
. Straps are fastened correctly every time

. The helmet is in good condition and has not been damaged in a previous fall

Bicycles are designed for one rider only. Carrying passengers on handlebars, luggage racks, or the
back of a bike is unsafe and affects balance and control. Pupils should be reminded not to carry
friends and to make sensible decisions even if others encourage them to do so.

The roads close to school can become particularly busy at the beginning and end of the school day,
with cars, buses, and pedestrians all sharing limited space. Pupils should ride sensibly, stay alert,
follow road signs and signals, and clearly signal their intentions when turning. Pupils should not
weave in and out of traffic or between vehicles, as this is dangerous, unpredictable, and greatly
increases the risk of an accident. Distractions such as mobile phones or headphones should be
avoided.

We ask that parents and carers to reinforce these messages at home and check that bikes are
roadworthy, with working brakes, lights, and reflectors, especially during darker mornings and
afternoons.

In today’s digital world, apps are part of everyday life for secondary-age children. They offer
creativity, entertainment, and social connection. However, alongside the positives come risks that
parents and carers should be aware of.

Understanding the risks

Many apps collect large amounts of personal data, from location details to contacts, often without
children realising the implications. Others expose young people to inappropriate or harmful content,
whether through unfiltered videos, anonymous chats, or user-generated posts. Bullying and
harassment can also take place within these platforms, sometimes hidden from parents and carers’
view.

Another concern is the presence of online predators who may disguise themselves as peers in order
to exploit children. On top of this, the design of many apps can encourage overuse through constant
notifications and endless scrolling which can interfere with sleep, wellbeing, and school performance.

Financial risks also exist, with in-app purchases or “loot box” style features that can tempt children
into spending money without fully understanding the consequences. Some apps may even appear
harmless but are designed to hide conversations or bypass parental oversight, adding another layer
of complexity for families.

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DIGITAL SAFETY

What parents and carers should look out for

When your child asks to download a new app, it's worth considering a few key questions. What age is
the app designed for?

e Does the rating match your child’s stage of maturity?

e How much personal data does it request?

e Are the privacy settings easy to control?

e Does the platform have strong moderation and reporting tools?

e  What is the community culture like?

You may also want to check how easy it is to make in-app purchases and whether parental controls

are built in. Exploring these factors together with your child not only helps you assess the risks but
also builds digital literacy, encouraging them to think critically about the online spaces they inhabit.

A trusted resource

To make this easier, Internet Matters has put together a clear, parent-friendly guide to the apps and
platforms most commonly used by children today. It highlights what each app does, its key features,
and the potential risks to be aware of.

This resource is regularly updated, so it’s a reliable way to stay informed as new platforms emerge
and existing ones evolve.

Practical steps you can take

The most effective safeguard is open communication. Ask your child what apps they use and why,
and take time to explore those apps together. Set clear boundaries around screen time and “offline
hours” such as at mealtimes or after bedtime. Encourage your child to block or report users who
behave inappropriately, and make sure location sharing is switched off unless absolutely necessary.

Apps can be positive spaces where young people learn, create, and connect. But without awareness
and guidance, they can also present real risks. By staying informed and keeping conversations open,
parents and carers and carers can empower children to use technology safely and responsibly.

ATTENDANCE EXPECTATIONS 2025-2026

At John F Kennedy Catholic school, we believe that student performance, behaviour and attendance
are fundamentally linked. Our ethos is to maximise the full potential of each student and in order to
achieve this, high attendance rates are essential.

Our expectation is that individual student attendance should not be below 95%.

Section 7 of The Education Act states that ‘parents are responsible for making sure that their
children, of compulsory school age, receive a suitable full time education’.

Section 444 of The Education Act clearly states that ‘if a child is absent without authorisation, then the
parent is guilty of an offence’. This is a strict liability offence - i.e. all that needs to be shown is a lack of
regular attendance. Sanctions can include a fine of up to £1000.

Holidays during Term time

Authorisation of absence for Holidays during term time is at the discretion of the Headteacher and is
granted only in exceptional circumstances.

Fines are enforceable for a child being absent from school without permission. This is currently £80
per child for each parent, rising to £160 if paid after 21 days.

Lateness
As stated in the school Attendance Policy:

e Students should attend school “full time” and they should remain in school attending all timetabled
lessons. This means that students should arrive in time for registration. In practice school buses may
be late and in this case students should sign in at Reception so they can receive their mark.

e Avoidable lateness beyond 9.10 am constitutes unauthorised absence and can legally be the basis
of an offence by the parent/carer

e Those students who arrive very late (after 9.10 am) without a good excuse will not be credited with
an attendance. Their absence will therefore be unauthorised and a different mark (U) will be used to
distinguish them from those who are “unpunctual”. Steps will be taken by the school with the support
of parents/carers to correct those students who are persistently unpunctual

Please try to avoid making medical appointments during the school day. If this is not
possible, please alert the Year Team via email with confirmation of the appointment letter/
email/screenshot at least 24 hours in advance.

If your child does need to leave for a pre-arranged medical appointment please ensure that
they are aware of the time and date of the appointment and are instructed to be ready in
reception to be collected. There have been a number of occasions recently whereby the office
staff have had to search for a student in order for them to be picked up.

We have seen an increase in students calling parents prior to seeking medical attention at
school. Any student feeling unwell during the school day should report to Student Services
where they will be seen by a medically trained member of staff. Please do impress upon your
children the importance of the school contacting home if it is required during the school day. It
can cause parents unnecessary worry which we would like to avoid.
